Pilot Project
Central London Connexions (CLC) has 
been running one of eight national 
Activity Agreement Pilots (AAP) since 
April 2006. 

CLC will be working in partnership 
with Jobcentre Plus (JCP) to help 16 
and 17 year-olds who are NEET (Not 
in Employment, Education or Training) 
get into EET (Employment, Education 
or Training).

How is the project delivered?

Personal Advisers (PAs) in central 
London deliver the project to over  
400 young people each year.

How does the project help  
young people?

•	One-to-one support - A personally 
negotiated contract between the  
PA and young person, identifying 
specific steps they should take  
to move into education, training  
or employment.

•	 Tailor-made activities - For 
example, First Aid Training, Job 
Readiness, Literacy and Numeracy 
and much, much more…

•	Weekly allowance of £30 for 
up to 20 weeks - In return for 
proven engagement in the steps 
and activities agreed in the contract 
(some benefit restrictions apply).

•	 Financial support - Help with 
other costs including travel, lunch, 
enrolment and interview clothes.

Who can join the project?

•	 16 or 17 year-olds  
(over compulsory school age)  
who are NEET.

N.B.: If the young person is in receipt of benefits 

please check with the AAP PA for eligibility.  

What if they are on benefits?

Job Seekers Allowance (JSA)

•	 They will not receive the £30  
weekly allowance.

•	 They will be available for work.

•	 Courses are usually less than 16 hours a 
week & the AAP is not a training project.

•	 Young people will work with their 
PA, usually up to 20 weeks to help 
them get into EET.

Employment Support Allowance

•	 Young people can join AAP  
but will not be eligible to  
receive the £30 weekly 
allowance.

Carer Allowance, Income Support, 
Disability Living Allowance, 
Independent Living Allowance 

•	 Young people MAY be eligible to 
receive the £30 weekly allowance 
in addition to the Carer Allowance,  
Income Support, Disability Living  
Allowance or Independent 
Living Allowance.

N.B. AAP payments will be  
disregarded for:-

•	 Housing benefit.

•	 Other family member’s claims  
for housing benefit.
